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Taliban Hideouts Hit in
Special Night Raid involving
Airstrikes in Nangarhar

KABUL - The hideouts
of the Taliban insurgents
were targeted in special
night operations involv-
ing airstrikes in eastern
Nangarhar province of Af-
ghanistan, leaving several
militants dead, the local
officials said Sunday.
According to the officials,
the operations were con-
ducted late on Saturday
night in the vicinity of Kh-
ogyani district.

The provincial govern-
ment media office in a
statement confirmed the
special operations in Kho-
gyani district.

The statement further add-
ed that six insurgents were
killed after their hideouts
were targeted in airstrikes
in Hashim Khel area.
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The former shadow dis-
trict chief of the Taliban
group was also among
those killed, the statement
said, adding that the spe-
cial forces also conducted
another operation in the
same district last night.
According to the provin-
cial government, at least
five insurgents were killed
and four others were ar-
rested alive during the op-
eration.

The local officials are say-
ing that the identities of
those killed and arrested
will be released later.

The anti-government
armed militant groups in-
cluding the Taliban insur-
gents have not comment-
ed regarding the report so

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Couple Accused of
Illicit Relations Shot
Dead in Herat

HERAT CITY - A man and a
woman have been killed on the
charge of having illicit relation-
ship in the Kohsan district of
western Herat province.

Jilani Farhad, the governor’s
spokesman, told Pajhwok Af-
ghan News, the couple was
gunned down with an AK-47
rifle in the Bonyad village of the
district, last night.

He added police had reached
the crime scene and had inves-
tigations. Efforts were ongoing
to bring the perpetrators to jus-
tice, the gubernatorial spokes-
man continued.

According to Farhad, it is not
clear yet whether the man and
woman really had an illicit re-
lationship.

Meanwhile, Kohsan district
governor Aminullah Sarwari
confirmed the arrival of police
for investigations and arresting
the killers. Details about the in-
cident will be known after po-
lice investigations. (Pajhwok)

17 Daesh Rebels Eliminated
in Nangahar Airstrikes

JALALABAD - Seventeen
Daesh militants have been
killed in security forces air-
strikes in the Achin, Pachir
Agam and Kot districts of
eastern Nangarhar prov-
ince, an official said on
Sunday.

Six Daesh were killed in
the overnight bombard-
ment in the Torabora and
Alefkhelo areas of Pachir
Agam district, said police
spokesman Hazrat Hus-
sain Mashraqiwal.
Weapon and a machine
gun were destroyed dur-
ing the strike.He said five
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more rebels were killed in Peshai Tangi area of Achin
district in air raid.In Kot district, six Daesh rebels were
killed in airstrike, said a statement from 201st Selab
Military Corps.It added the airstrikes conducted in
Wach Lagad, Toor Pana, Shaheedano and Bakri locali-
ties.The statement said no civilian and security per-
sonnel suffered casualties in the attack. (Pajhwok)

PUL-I-KHUMRI - Unidentified
gunmen have shot dead a com-
mander of the Hekmatyar-led
Hezb-i-Islami Afghanistan (HIA)
in northern Baghlan province, lo-
cal officials said.

Zabihullah Shuja, police spokes-
man, said that Ghani Amarkhel,
one of the former HIA command-
ers, was taken out of his house be-
fore being shot dead in Chashma-
i-Sher locality Saturday evening.
He added police had initiated a
manhunt for the killers. No mili-
tant group has so far claimed re-
sponsibility of the murder.

Alam Jan Mujahid, a member
of the Baghlan provincial coun-
cil and an most important HIA
leader, was killed in this province
recently.

Jan Mohammad Akrami, a resi-
dent of Pul-i-Khumri, expressed
concerns over the increasing num-
ber of illegal gunmen in the prov-
ince. He alleged police had failed
to rein in the armed individuals
roaming around the city.

“The growing presence of armed
men has sent the crime graph
soaring. Increasing assassinations
have to be prevented”, he added.
Hakim Khaleqi, another resident
of Baghlan, said it was not the first
time that illegal gunmen had com-
mittee murder, many other peo-
ple had been killed by the groups
lately, he added, stressing a stop
to such crimes.
