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5,000 Deserving
Familiesin
Kandahar
Receive Food Aid

KANDAHAR CITY - The distribution
process of food aid to 5,000 families
affected by poverty has been started
in districts and capital of southern
Kandahar province, an official said
Sunday.

The aid is provided by the World
Food Program (WEFP).

The distribution process of the aid
begin by deputy Kandahar governor,
Abdul Hanan Munib in presence of
economy and refugees and repatria-
tion directors, and head of provincial
natural disaster management author-
ity on Sunday morning.

Munib told Pajhwok Afghan News
that the aid distribution was begun
for 5,000 families in Kandahar today.
He said a survey was completed be-
fore the relief program as 2,000 needy
families in Kandahar city and 3,000
families in districts of the province
identified.

Each family would receive 150 kilo-
grams of flour, 13 kilograms oil and
15 kilograms of pulses, he said, add-
ing the drought and insecurity have
affected many people and they need-
ed assistance.

Mohammad Gul, an elder man who
received the aid, said that they were
forced to displace from Shah Walikot
district to Kandahar city, but they did
not have a good life there too due to
economic problems.

The caretaker for a seven-member
family, he said that he could not find
a job and was in need of people’s
help.

He said the aid would meet his family
needs for a period of time but stressed
such programs should continue.
Besides armed violence, drought
is another factor that increased the
number of people suffering from eco-
nomic problems in Kandahar.
Kandahar officials say that they
would try to deal with the drought
and attract more aid for needy fami-
lies in Kandahar. (Pajhwok)

Kabul Blaze: Government Asked to Support Affected Businessmen

KABUL - Some Mesharano Jirga
members on Sunday asked the
government to help businessmen
who suffered losses as a result
of recent fire in some markets in
capital Kabul, by providing them
loans on easy terms.

They believed that businessmen
suffered billions of Afghanis in
loss as result of a fire that gutted
four markets on Nadar Pashton
Road in Kabul City on Thursday.
The fire erupted in Khairkhwa
Market and then spread to Etifaq,
Zarnigar and Kabul Electric mar-
kets in the limits of second police
district of Kabul City.

Mustafa Mangal, a senator talk-
ing about the incident of fire in
today’s Meshrano Jirga meeting,
said that hundreds of shopkeepers
and traders lost their assets in the
blaze and the government should
provide loan services to them.

He said more than 550 shops were
completely torched and around

500 other shops were partially damaged and the fire that caused hundreds of billions of Afghani losses to shopkeepers and traders.
